2008: A Year in Review

The West Michigan Dream Center has had
a busy year! God has blessed us with con-
tinuous growth and many new ministry
opportunities. Here is a look at the high-
lights of 2008.

The year began with WMDC delivering
over 300 Valentine cards and candy to four
local apartment communities. Designed by
the Schmeltzer family, the valentines were
a great way to keep in touch with resi-
dents during the block party offseason.
March came in like a lion with WMDC
holding four Easter egg block parties for
five neighborhoods , expanding our minis-
try to include the apartment communities
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of Belding . At the block parties, about 90
Bibles were given out and over 250 guests
heard the true meaning of Easter. We also
began the Card Connections Ministry in
March as a way to acknowledge the birth-
days and anniversaries of those we minis-
ter to.

Also in May, we began our fund-
raising campaign to start a mobile skate
ministry for youth in Greenville.

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July and August brought the Water Blast
block parties for all five apartment com-
munities.

Skate Park Update

park to their insurance policy giving the community of Greenville
their first skate park!! The skate park will be held in the parking lot
of GCC on Saturdays beginning in late Spring. There will be a small sized half-pipe, several
grind rails, kickers, and several other skating elements. There will be a yearly membership
of $10/student which will help cover equipment, repairs, and other miscellaneous costs.
Skaters will be required to wear only helmets and wrist guards while using the skate park.
